Mr. Daniels served on the Board of 
Directors of Project MORE since 1978, later becoming Chairman in 2007 before being named 
President/CEO in 2009.  During the time being at the helm, five new programs have been added 
in Poughkeepsie, NY; the establishment of the Roger Everson Independent Living House; the 
restoration of Project READ, a GED program and Project MORE Diaper Bank program for both 
clients and the community bringing a total number of programs in New Haven and 
Poughkeepsie to fifteen programs being managed in helping clients reintegrate themselves 
back into their communities.
